Objective: To describe the patent Act of India and its benefits and abuses

Brief Report

The course instructor Dr. Annu Bhai Soni, Principal, D.P. Vipra Law College, Bilaspur (C.G.) briefly
described the history of patent scenario in India by mentioning about the first legislation relating to
patents being the Act VI of 1856. The current Patents (Amendment) Act, 1999 provides for filing of
applications for product patents in the areas of drugs, pharmaceuticals and agro chemicals. The rules
within the Act were further amended by the Patents (Amendment) Rules, 2005 and 2006. He also
described how commercial exploitation of a patent is not mandatory in any patent law jurisdiction.
However, the existence of a patent would make the patentee confident that they would be able to prevent
infringement and that future revenue streams would remain protected.
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It also serves as a warning to others to desist from copying as the law is stringent and, at times, levies
heavy punitive damages on the infringers. He also described the 3 stages in the successful
manufacturing and launch of a new product i.e. pre-manufacture, market launch and mass production.

Outcomes: Students learned about the patent Act of India and its benefits and uses.
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
